The District’s dress code is established to teach grooming and hygiene, instills discipline, prevent
disruption, avoid safety hazards, and teach respect to authority. Reference FNCA (Local)

Students shall be dressed and groomed in a manner that is clean and neat and will not be a health or safety
hazard to themselves or others; allowing them to enhance high standards of achievement and behavior.
The district prohibits any clothing or grooming that in the principal’s judgment may reasonably be
expected to cause disruption of or interference with normal school operations. Special Note: No article of
clothing or other accessories shall be worn in such a way as to advertise, promote, or be associated with
gang activities.
